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Caius Chapel has a claim to being the oldest purpose-built College Chapel in 

Cambridge still in use. In 1348, Gonville Hall was founded and dedicated to the 

Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary by Edmund Gonville, Rector of 

Terrington in Norfolk, by a licence of foundation obtained from Edward III. A 

permanent licence to celebrate the Divine Offices here was granted by Pope 

Boniface IX in 1393, at which point the Chapel was completed. 

 

The Chapel is a sign of the centrality of faith in our academic work and life. It is 

a house of prayer, where all are welcome, and it is always open during the 

daytime and evening. 

 

The College Choir sings three services each week during Full Term and all are 

welcome to attend.
